(NRSV) | often turn to Eugene Peterson’s “The Message” translation for a change from the familiar voice
of the Gospel Mark 13:2 "Jesus said, "Youre impressed by this grandiose architecture? There’s not a stone
in the whole works that is not going to end up in 2 heap of rubble.™

During our long COVID-19 absence from our buildings many of us
learned how many people’s faith is inextricably bound to the building
in which they usually worship. It took the whole way we worship to \ "-
topple into a heap of rubble for us to think about the role our buildings 1
play in our worship life. Often stewardship campaigns speak of the

Owver the years, I've heard parishioners say,”l don't pledge because | want
my money to go to mission, not fixing the roof” as often as I've heard, “I'll
only pledge if the money will go to the care of this gorgeous building
that my great-grandparents helped build” Often one of the many
disagreements in the Life of a congregation pits these two sides against
one another: The care of the church building and the mission field that
lies just beyond the building’s doors.

What COVID taught me is that it isn't "an either or” but "a yes and”... the
beautiful, familiar, and memory-laden windows and walls of our church
